In June 2014 the Finnish Market Court dismissed an appeal brought by Valio against the FCCA’s decision and upheld the fine of EUR 70 million. In December 2016 the Supreme Administrative Court, which is the final appellate instance, upheld the decision of the Market Court; 
Rautaruukki Oyj in the comination of SSAB AB (publ) and Rautaruukki through SSAB making a recommended public share exchange offer to Rautaruukki’s shareholders. The total value of the share exchange offer amounted to SEK 10.1 billion (EUR 1.1 billion). Roschier assisted Rautaruukki in the merger control notification processes before the European Commision (and certain non-EU jurisdictions) to optain a phase 1 conditional approval; 
KWH Group in the merger of the infrastructure pipe businesses of KWH Group and Uponor Plc into a new joint venture company named Uponor Infra Ltd. The Market Court cleared the concentration with conditions closely similar to those originally proposed to the FCCA;
